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Two different versions of Vivaldi's Magnificat have survived.  The present one was written for normal use at St 
Mark's Church, Venice. Another was written for the girls of the famous Venetian conservatory, the Ospedale 
della Pietà, and contains substantial arias for some of the brilliant female soloists who were attending the college 
at that time. 
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
